   -Make laws/rules/bills  for table and how to communicate with other 	tables.
WHEN FINISHED IN COMPLETION GET TO TAKE SHOT FOR TABLE

Mad Libs:
   - Leader assigns one or two people to choose nouns, another to choose verbs, another adjectives.
   -Leader reads their section of poem and points to part of speech person 
 Is assigned to.

Card game:

Focus on one concept at a time.
  Pronouns--modify nouns

Read  each paragraph students write on sheet of paper a pronouns and the nouns that they modify.
        -get one card for each correct answer

Card meanings:
   Two of a kind-X
    Three of a kind-XX
   Four of a kind-XXX
   
10 X’s=star; 10 star’s = one stick of gum; 10 sticks of gum= sucker; 10 suckers= shot
IF ALL PERSONS AT TABLE PARTICIPATE GET A SHOT FOR TABLE

Government:

Each table leader gives a speech for why they should be elected as the class president.
