Positive Role Model Essay and Portrait
Objectives:

The goal of this lesson is to choose and study someone that is a positive role model.  After choosing a person, students will be required to write a two page essay describing why they can be considered a positive role model.  In your essay make sure that you talk about the Peace4kids character traits that your role model possesses.  Students will write about the person’s background, the person’s life, who the person affected, etc…  After the students write the essay, they will create a charcoal portrait that represents the person that they chose.  Student’s will be pushed to think of ways that their drawings can actually represent the personality of the role model they chose.
Timeline:
· Introduction to project

· What does it mean to be a positive role model
· Students take time to really think about who they will choose
· Students work on power outline and then essay.

· Students sketch out and plan idea for portrait
· Students work on final portrait creating a finished work of art

Painting Requirements: (Students will be graded on the following.)

Composition:  Your image needs to fill the entire space (object/s must go off of all 4 sides of border).  Think about the composition and how it is used to create an interesting design.  Remember the rules of composition and important things such as balance and emphasis.
 Shading:  When using shading and contrast, make sure that you are using it for a purpose (for example: to create emphasis).  Focus on blending the values of white and black so that you have smooth transitions.  
Creativity:  Your design should be innovative and heavily influenced by the personality and character traits of the role model you chose.  Your design should also be something that is unique and your own.  Try to be creative with layout and design.  Choose an interesting person and a person that you will be excited to learn about.
Craftsmanship:  Your portrait needs to have good craftsmanship and look like a complete drawing.

Workmanship:  You need to be well behaved in class, working hard and listening well.

Due Date:  You will lose points if the project is not completed and turned in on-time.

Paper Requirements:

You need to follow High School English guidelines in your essay writing.  Step-up to writing requirements will be followed including a power outline.  It is very important that you use the A.R.T. character traits to describe the good qualities of the role model you choose.
